must feel the same, but this is not an accurategstion. Horses
that are not body clipped do not need blanketfl,giravided that

they are not turned out in freezing driving rainpa exception-
ally cold, windy days. If it is windy or rainingély should have a
run-in shed. If your horse is body clipped he d¢kely withstand

temperatures as low as 45 degrees without blarkdtins hors-
es rarely need blankets when in a stall or barhyber horse tell

you! If your horse is ill or shivering then it igrte to blanket. If

you do blanket, make sure the blanket fits welpeesally around

the shoulders. Make sure all of the straps ard gglough that
they cannot catch on something or that the horfienaiti get his

limbs hung up in the straps when he lies down bs.rBlankets

should be removed daily and the horse should bekelefor lac-

erations, skin conditions and weight loss. It islfacommon for

us to be called for a horse that has a raging ohsan rot that

has probably been going on for a few days, butmelmthered
to look under the blanket!

Another important issue that we are often askedublsofeed

changes during the cold season. The first questitie answered
is does my horse actually need to have a feed ehianipe win-

ter. Keeping in mind that they are actually cold wea@animals,
many of the horses in this area can tolerate thdecseasons
without any changes in feed. If your horse spehdaajority of

its time outside, is already on the slim side (ghould not be
able to see his ribs), has trouble maintainingr@gght or has had
weight problems in the past, you should adjusfdesl during the
colder months. A common mistake is to increase tred¥%o.?2s

concentrate or grain ration during this time. Thstlway to take
care of your horse%.?2s additional caloric needs iacrease the
amount of hay fed by about 10%. It is better toréase hay
because the digestive process of hay actually eseabre heat
than the digestive process of grain. So not ordyyau providing

your horse with an increase in calories, you ateadly creating

more internal heat to keep him warm. If your hdssgetting all

the good quality hay he can eat and he is stillhmaintaining his
weight, then adding either vegetable oil or mom&rgto his diet
is in order.

Colic, especially caused by impaction is a more roo@m occur-
rence in the winter. Another misconception is thatsks need
less water in the winter. In many cases this iscootect. Grazing
horses consume large quantities of water in thesgitzey eat. In
the winter, when they are being fed dry hay, thitgroneed to
drink more water than in the summer. Make sure yause has
plenty of unfrozen water at all times. Most hordesnot like to
drink warm water, so the water should ideally beuad 40-50

Severe injuries due to horses slipping on, orrfglihrough, ice,
are also common. Please make sure you take thesaygere-
cautions to prevent this from happening.

Fall and early winter is also a common time to ua&ie for res-
piratory illnesses such as rhinopneumonitis, inflkeeand stran-
gles. Strangles is a yearly vaccination after @mirvaccination
series of two shots one month apart. The new iagalnstrangles
vaccination is much more effective than the oldamntuscular
vaccine and, unlike the intramuscular vaccine, dm¢drequent-
ly have side effects. In recent years the numbesctinations
your horse may receive in a year has increasedfisigmtly.
Although this has provided great benefits to yoarske%.?2s
health by decreasing those diseases that we camase against,
many horses now require too many vaccinations \thtir
Ospring shotsO.

Your deworming schedule is unlikely to change ie thinter
unless you choose to deworm with a double dosean&é&ur for
five days in a row. This deworming protocol, althbugost often
reserved for younger and older horses having prableith diar-
rhea, may be of benefit for any age horse with lerab of weight
loss, poor coat quality or intermittent colic. dthest timed once
